One of our first articles written five years
ago and is still germane today was about
the county’s ability to randomly monitor
your computer usage. In this article, the
union told you that the county monitors
all county computer usage on a random
basis. The two main things that are
monitored are word associations and the
amount of time one spends on the net,
even if you are using your own account.
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When the random search/find either of
these is suspicious, the department head
can then put in a request to have the em-
ployees computer account monitored on
a daily basis. When this monitoring is
conducted, every key stroke by the em-
ployee is recorded and everything that

cover up the screen and call your super-
visor immediately to fix the problem.

E-mail etiquefte is another area that the
county has disciplined employees for in
the past. While it is one thing to say
something to your supervisor or to an-
other employee with no witnesses, it is
another thing to put in print with your
name attached. When writing an e-mail,
stay away from sarcastic remarks or per-
sonal attacks which are the most com-
mon mistakes. The county takes the po-
sition that if another county cmployee
feels that the e-mail or attachment is of-
fensive and makes a complaint, they will
discipline the employee.

Remember, that even though the new
county computer policy is somewhat
difficult to read and understand, it is in
place and you must abide by it. My ad-
vice is use common sense when using
your county computer and wait to get
home or go to the library for any exten-
sive personal computer use,
